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Ruby-throated
Hummingbird

Photo Tip:

Ruby-throated hummingbirds are
moving south toward Latin
America. On the Texas coast,
the peak of migration is just
about here. Northern neighbors
might be at peak migration or on
the tail end.

Lucky gardeners could find 50+
birds at their feeders and flow-
ers. Public gardens are buzzing
with the little critters.

Get out and do some photogra-
phy. Use a flash to ensure spar-
kle in the feathers. | shoot on
aperture priority at /6.8 with my
flash in TTL mode on high
speed.

That won’t work for all cameras.
The key to good flash photogra-
phy is a balanced light meter
with the flash on TTL or eTTL.

The photo above was shot with
four flashes. Such fun!
